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NOTE 1:  The assessment of residents is to be done by the owner of the care facility, or their designate.  Fire Prevention staff are NOT to assess residents.  
NOTE 2:  Resident profiles will likely change over time and therefore this exercise needs to be undertaken periodically to ensure accuracy of the assessment.
