My Fire Safety Checklist

THROUGHOUT THE HOUSE
· ( Done  A smoke alarm is installed on every level and outside sleeping areas.
· ( Done  A Carbon monoxide detector is installed (where fuel burning appliances present).
· ( Done  A home escape plan has been prepared and practiced including two ways out 

   of each room and a designed meeting place. 

· ( Done  Escape routes are clear of clutter and easily accessible.  
· ( Done Electrical cords are in good condition (not damaged, not under carpets or across 

  walking areas).
· ( Done Electrical outlets are not over loaded.
· ( Done Appliances are plugged directly into wall outlets (fridge, microwave, space 

  heaters).
· ( Done Portable space heaters are 1 meter away from anything that can burn and are 

  turned off when grown-ups leave the room.
· ( Done Smokers go outside to smoke or smokers use large deep ashtrays which are

  never dumped in the garbage can.  
· ( Done Matches and lighters are put away up high out of sight and reach of children.
· ( Done Candles are in a sturdy holder and are only used in rooms where an adult is 
  
  present.
· ( Done The firefighters can see my house or apartment number from the street.  
· ( Done  My apartment door has my apartment number on it.
BEDROOM

· ( Done  No one smokes in bed.
· ( Done  My room is tidy so I will not trip over things on the floor.
KITCHEN
· ( Done  Curtains, potholders, cutting boards and other things that can burn are away 
 
    from the stovetop.

· ( Done  Children only cook with permission and supervision of adults.

· ( Done  A grown-up always stays in the kitchen whenever food is cooking on the 
  
 
   stovetop.

· ( Done  Pot handles are turned towards the back of the stove.

OTHER
· ( Done  The clothers dryer has a clean vent and filter (no lint build-up).  
· ( Done  The furnace has been inspected in the past year.
· ( Done  The chimney has been inspected and cleaned in the past year (if you have a 
 
   fireplace or woodstove).
· ( Done  Remove any trash or stored items that can burn away from your furnace and hot 
 
   water tank.
· ( Done  Fireplace or woodstove ashes are put in a metal container and taken outside 
 
   right away after emptying.
